Tip #1: Be Respectful 

This is extremely important because it includes 
things like calling them by name when they are in 
your office, respecting their confidentiality, 
treating emotional outbursts with grace and 
dignity.



Verbal Cues Nonverbal Cues

Communication is important because students have to feel that their advisors listen to them 
and understand them. Listening empathically with one's whole attention given to the student 
is an important skill that encourages them to trust their advisor and discuss the worries and 

anxieties that they might keep hidden otherwise.

Tip #3: Be Available

It goes without saying that 
advisors should be in their 
office during their stated office 
hours. If the advisor is not 
going to be in their office, the 
advisor should post a note 
saying when they will next be in 
their office. Advisors should 
also make efforts to 
accommodate those students 
who cannot make their office 
hours.

Knowing 
CAPP and other new technologies is important to keeping 
one's advisement current.
