FSU Criminal Justice Department Receives
10-Year Certification from ACJS

On March 10, 2009, the Executive Board of the Academy of Criminal Jus-
tice Sciences (ACJS) voted to grant full certification to Fayetteville State
University's (FSU) Bachelor of Science degree program in Criminal Justice
for a period of 10 years, making FSU's Criminal Justice program the only
Criminal Justice program in North Carolina to hold ACJS Certification.

The ACJS promotes criminal justice
education, research, and policy analysis within the discipline of criminal justice for both educators and
practitioners. To achieve ACJS Certification, an academic program in criminal justice must demonstrate,
through substantive, credible evidence, that the program meets or exceeds all parts of every standard
within this specialized certification process. The programs are required to provide evidence of quality
and effectiveness based on program outcome assessment. FSU's efforts for certification were led by
Dr. Elizabeth DeValvand other faculty in the Department of Criminal Justice.
