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SGAADVR 

 

 

The SGAADVR form in the Internet Native Banner (INB) System allows a student to be 
associated with an unlimited number of advisors for  an effective term range. It also 
allows the user to view a student's existing advisors for an effective term range. 

Multiple advisors may be designated for all student types. The user must designate a 
primary advisor if multiple advisors exist. If the primary advisor is deleted, the 

secondary advisor will default as the primary advisor. 
 
Note: A general student record must exist in order to  associate an advisor with a 

student. 
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How to Access Banner          
 
Internet Native Banner (INB)  

Internet -Native Banner (INB) is a means to access Banner using a web 
browser.  

 
 

1. Double -click on  Internet Explorer Icon .    
2. Type  the following address into the address bar http ://fsubanner .uncfsu.edu and

4. You then click the link to access either the PROD (Production)  or TEST (Test) 
database. (Figure 3) 

 

Using Internet -Native Banner   
 
While you are using Banner, two windows will be open in your web 
browser. Both must be kept open to use the application.  
 

One window will be blank. This window is running the JInitiator. The other window 
is the application window, where you will actually be working in Banner. If you 
need to access the Internet while using Banner, you must open an entirely 

new session of your web browser (e.g., Start > Programs > Internet Explorer).
