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Fayetteville State University students were invited to the second
annual HBCU Battle of the Brains held at the world renown SXSW
(South by Southwest) in Austin, TX. They are: (As pictured above
from L-R) College of Business and Economics graduate students
Susan “Rose” McMillan; Sogand Teybaniez; Mesceline Petitlubin;

and Matthew Rogers. This was FSU’s first invitation to the compe-
tition as only seven teams competed last year. Drs. Nikolai Wen-
zel, Mehdi Kobdeh, and Oluwatope Mitchell mentored the team
before and after the competition.

HBCU Battle of the Brains and Hackathon is a competition pit-
ting teams from HBCUs around the country against one another
in a 24-hour challenge to create and pitch a feasible, marketable
solution to a real-world business problem with a technology com-
ponent. This year’s challenges included providing solutions to
reaching millennials for Home Depot and the NFL, as well as a
finding an alternative to the “normal” collegiate experience for
individuals facing time restrictions or financial difficulties. The
competition was challenging as 23 teams of students competed, 4
from North Carolina universities alone.

Home Depot was one of the major sponsors of the event, gracious-
ly providing students with the space for the 24-hour challenge and
welcome reception at their Home Depot Austin Technology Cen-
ter. At the welcome reception Thursday night, students got their
first look at the competition. Mingling with the other students
helped create an atmosphere of comradery and fellowship, but
the teams came to compete and compete they did! Shortly after
arriving Friday morning teams were assigned individual rooms to
work on their solutions. Advisers were strictly forbidden; howev-
er many high-level executives from sponsoring companies walked
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around and worked with students to identify problems and ask
questions to further the student’s solutions. Working overnight
students created a business plan, website, presentation, and eleva-
tor pitch to be reviewed by judges. Seven teams were then selected
to pitch their ideas at SXSW to judges with little sleep or time to
practice their presentations.

This year’s first place winners from Florida A&M won $25,000.
Second place went to Morgan State University with a prize of
$15,000. Third place was Grambling State University for $10,000.
All teams that won did an amazing job with solution development
and presenting.

Although Fayetteville State’s team did not win the competition,
they all agree that the experience was well worth it! Not only did
the teams get to compete in the Battle of the Brains, but were grant-
ed access to many of SXSW’s best panels, interactive showcases,
and a brunch with top HR personnel from sponsoring companies
such as Home Depot, the NFL, Home Away, and Dell. A highlight
of the experience was attending panels with guest speakers Tiffani
Smith-Anog’i, an executive vice president at CBS Entertainment,
and actor, producer, entrepreneur, Darryl Bell.

This event was truly a work of the heart for sponsors. Gregory
Gibson Jr., the founder of HBCU Battle of the Brains, relayed that
many of the staff go unpaid for their efforts, but are extremely
grateful to give HBCU students the experience and opportuni-
ty of competing, while meeting hiring personnel from various
companies. Student having participated this year look forward to
mentoring next year’s Fayetteville State team!

On February 26, 2018, Fayetteville State University, in partnership with the Carolina
Small Business Development Fund (CSBDF), and the U.S. Economic Development
Administration (EDA), announced Forward Cape Fear, a program providing emerg-
ing entrepreneurs and existing small business owners with significantly improved
access to funding through training and mentorship support programs.

The program will focus on underrepresented populations in Bladen, Cumberland,
Harnett, Hoke, Robeson, and Sampson counties in North Carolina. Participants will
be required to complete coursework on key business success factors and core compe-
tencies shown to be critical for entrepreneurial success and are required to perform
market tests to confirm viability of their proposed business models.

After successful completion of the program through pre-screened and pre-qualified
cohorts, entrepreneurs will be eligible for consideration of start-up microloans in the
amount of $500 - $2,500 from CSBDE Existing business owners seeking funding
to expand operations or improve profitability can gain access to pre-loan guidance,
consultations tailored to their specific business needs, and be recipients of larger
working capital loans averaging $25,000 each.

Heading the program is FSU alumnus and Director, Malika Mercer. Ms. Mercer re-
turns to Fayetteville State University from the University of North Carolina at Pem-
broke, having begun her career in higher education as a staff member in the College
of Business and Economics in 2005, later serving in the College of Arts and Sciences.

“It means so much to return ‘home’ to serve the institution and community that has
played a pivotal role in my growth, both academically and professionally. I am deep-
ly appreciative to Interim Provost Dr. Pamela Jackson and Interim Dean Dr. J. Lee
Brown, for entrusting me with this opportunity and look forward to collaborating
with campus and community constituents to raise awareness of economic develop-
ment and entrepreneurial opportunities for underrepresented populations.”

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The Volunteer Income Tax Assistance Pro-
gram (VITA), is a program that provides free
tax assistance to undeserved communities for
low-to-moderate income families or individu-
als, the disabled, the elderly, and limited English
speaking taxpayers.

Veteran Entrepreneurship & Access to Capital Program

In January 2018 the VBOC partnered with Carolina Small Busi-
ness Development Fund to announce a new initiative with JP-
MorganChase & Co to increase veteran entrepreneurship lending.
VBOC sponsored an introductory educational program at which
attendees learned about resources and programs available for vet-
eran-owned small businesses.

Entrepreneur Boot Camp for Veterans (EBC)

The Entrepreneur Boot Camp for Veterans (EBC) was founded
by the VBOC in conjunction with the FSU College of Business
and Economics in 2010. The EBC is offered each spring with a
graduating class of approximately twenty-five veteran entrepre-
neurs. Taught by experienced presenters, small business owners,
and other professionals, the EBC is a week-long immersion class
that covers the fundamentals of a small business start-up using the
business model canvas.

This year’s EBC was held March 12 - 16, 2018. During this event
a pitch competition was introduced, sponsored by the Carolina
Small Business Development Fund. Three winners were chosen to
win seed money to assist with starting their business.
