This course focuses on the analysis of quantitative data in criminal justice and 
criminology. It will review fundamental methodological concepts (including 
measurement, variables, unit of analysis), and teach strategies for presenting 
data patterns graphically, describing distributions and relationships through 
summary statistics, and drawing conclusions about sampled populations using 
inferential statistical methods. Software for statistical analysis will be used.
